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Summary

The results of the current evaluation document strong support for and acceptance of the SRO.  In addition, results provide support for several objectives of the SRO program.  Since the SRO began functioning in the school, students report decreased concern about safety in school and about bullying.  Nearly one in five high school students reported going to the SRO for help with a problem.

In the spring of 2004 Marcus Whitman Schools employed the services of a School Resource Officer (SRO), a full-time, uniformed member of the Ontario County Sheriff’s Office, to provide security, safety and intervention in students disputes.  The intent of this evaluation is to determine the knowledge about and attitudes towards the SRO and the extent to which the school community has been exposed to the SRO.  In order to assess these variables students, faculty and the community were surveyed to assess opinions on violence and substance abuse issues, whether they were aware of the SRO, how they knew about the SRO and why they thought the SRO had been brought in.  The initial surveys were conducted shortly after the SRO began serving in the school. Thus, the pre-measures are conservative.  The surveys were repeated in the spring of 2005 to determine changes.

During the 2004-2005 school year the SRO made over 360 contacts with students, more than half with high school students.  The most frequent reasons for contact were bullying or other behaviors related to school such as suspicious condition, vehicle and traffic and checking the welfare of students who do not report to school.  In 2005, Marcus Whitman high school students reported a dramatic increase in contacting the SRO for help.

In 2004, when asked why the SRO was in school the most common reasons given were safety and to reduce violence.  However, after one year, the proportions of middle and high school students who believed the SRO was there to help with problems increased dramatically.    

Both middle and high school students ranked the SRO as one of the people they would most likely go to for help if they were threatened.  When asked directly if they would go to the SRO with a problem in school, more than one in three said they would with a greater proportion in 2005 compared to 2004.  However, far fewer students would go to the SRO for help with a problem outside of school.

After one year of the SRO being in the school there was a dramatic decrease in the proportion of middle and high school students who reported safety at school as a major concern and middle school students reported a dramatic decrease in concern about bullying.  When asked directly, over eight of ten Marcus Whitman middle and high school students said they felt safe at school.  However, when asked about other students, very few reported they thought most other students felt safe.  In 2004 seven of ten middle school students reported they believed there was a need for a program to reduce violence.  In 2005 the proportion had dropped to five in ten.  While it can not be determined by the current evaluation to what extent this is due to a perceived decrease in violence, more than six of ten students agreed that the presence of the SRO resulted in reduced violence.

Students in Marcus Whitman middle and high school generally have a positive perception of police with more than eight of ten agreeing that most police can be trusted.  Approximately eight of ten students disagreed with the statement that police would rather catch them doing something wrong that to help them.  Half of the students surveyed agreed there was a need for a police officer in the school.

More than half of middle and high school faculty members reported going to the SRO for help.  While faculty members most often cited safety as the reason for the SRO, in 2005 the proportion that perceived the SRO as a source of help increased dramatically.  Most faculty members believe students would go to them for help though nearly one in three believe students would go to the SRO.

According to faculty, the most important issue facing the school in 2004 was getting good grades; in 2005 bullying had become the greatest concern.  Drug and alcohol use remained an issue of great concern.   

Virtually all faculty members feel safe at school and believe their students feel safe as well.  Most faculty think that students generally hold a positive image of police in general and more than nine of ten faculty members believe that the presence of the SRO reduces violence in school. 

In the 2004 and 2005 Community Survey, almost all Marcus Whitman parents said they knew about the SRO with most learning about him in the school newspaper or from their children.  The most common reasons given for the SRO being present are to resolve conflicts and to catch drug users.  Parents expressed almost no concerns about the SRO and nine out of ten parents said their children feel safe at school.  Most parents also believe their child would come them if they needed help.

Background

In the spring of 2004 Marcus Whitman Schools employed the services of a School Resource Officer (SRO), a full-time, uniformed member of the Ontario County Sheriff’s Office, to provide security, safety and intervention in student disputes.  The intent of an SRO program is to assure safety as well as to improve young people’s perception of police officers, increase feelings of safety at school, increase student attachment to school, provide students with a person to whom they can go for assistance with a variety of problems, and assist administration, faculty and staff with resolving incidents that disrupt safety and order in the school.  The intent of this evaluation is to determine student, faculty, and community knowledge about and attitudes towards the SRO, the extent to which the school community has been exposed to the SRO, and changes in selected factors.

SRO Activities

The School Resource Officer (SRO) is present in the schools virtually every day on which students are present.  The SRO maintains an office in the school.  This results in easy and confidential access by students.  For purposes of this evaluation the SRO was asked to report contacts defined as, “a student came to you or you intervened in a situation you observed or at the request of faculty or staff.”  Table 1 presents numbers of student contacts by grade level and by type of contact.  These figures do not include numerous casual contacts with students though these might contribute significantly to the image of the SRO as well as students’ perceptions of school safety or other issues.  The majority of contacts were with high school students (238) with the largest single category being bullying/harassment (41) and student personal problems (41).  There were also 60 contacts for “other behavior at school.”  This category includes such things as suspicious condition, vehicle and traffic and checking the welfare of students who do not report to school.

The 74 contacts in middle school included bullying/harassment (7), student personal problems (6), and other behaviors in school (33).  The SRO is generally present in the middle/high school complex but made periodic visits to the elementary buildings resulting in 54 contacts mostly for bullying/harassment (11) and other behaviors at school (8).

The SRO also made 38 classroom presentations on a variety of topics and provided security at school events.

Table 1-a, from the Student Survey described below, shows the proportion of middle school students reporting that they had gone to the SRO in the month prior to the survey.  In 2004 7.3% of middle school students reported going to the SRO for help in the month prior to the survey. (Note: The SRO had been in the school for approximately two months prior to the first survey.) In 2005 the proportion had increased to 8.7%.  Among high school students (Table 1-b) the proportion who contacted the SRO grew dramatically from 3.5% in 2004 to 22.6% in 2005.  These reports are consistent with the incident data provided by the SRO.

Method

A program such as SRO precludes the ability to utilize a true experimental design.  All students have an equal chance of interacting with or at least seeing the SRO and thus, no control or equivalent comparison group is available.   This evaluation uses a comparison of data pre- and post-SRO beginning services.  Students, faculty and the community were surveyed to assess opinions on violence and substance abuse issues, whether they were aware of the SRO, how they knew about the SRO and why they thought the SRO had been brought in.  The initial surveys were conducted shortly after the SRO began serving in the school. Thus, the pre-measures are conservative.  The surveys were repeated in the spring of 2005 to determine changes.  

Student Surveys.  In the spring of 2004 and again in the spring of 2005, random samples of approximately 50 students in each grade level between sixth and twelfth grade were asked to complete an anonymous survey (see attachment I).  Answers were recorded on scanable forms and entered into a database for analyses.  In 2004, 124 middle school and 139 high school students returned completed surveys.  In 2005 141 middle school and 137 high school students returned surveys.  Several of the questions used a four point scale of  “NO-no-yes-YES” corresponding to strongly disagree, disagree, agree or strongly agree.  This convention is familiar to students as it is used in the Student Risk and Protective Survey completed by all students in grades six through twelve in every odd numbered year.
Faculty Surveys.  Surveys were distributed to all faculty members in the elementary, middle and high school levels of Marcus Whitman.  In 2004, 46 elementary, 32 middle school and 7 high school faculty returned surveys.  In 2005, 54 elementary, 10 middle school and 11 high schools faculty completed surveys.

Community Survey.  In the spring of 2004 and 2005, the Partnership for Ontario County conducted community surveys of random samples of adults in Ontario County.  Supplemental questions related to the SRO, perceptions of school related issues and school safety were included in the interview.  In 2004, 124 middle school and 141 high school parents were interviewed.  In 2005, 139 middle school and 137 high school parents completed the survey.

Student Survey Results

Student Perception of the SRO
The first issue addressed in the evaluation is the school community’s perception of the SRO.  Table 2-a shows Marcus Whitman Middle School students’ survey responses to an open-ended question asking the reason the SRO is present in school.  The most common reasons given in the 2004 survey was to assure safety and keep order (58.0%), to detect drugs or stop drug use (29.0%) and to stop violence (21.7%).  In 2005 safety was again the most common answer (38.8%) while there was a dramatic increase in the proportion of students who believed the SRO was there to give help with problems (34.5%), and an increase in the proportion that saw the SRO as a means to stop violence (24.5%).

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Table 2-b shows Marcus Whitman High School students’ perceptions of reason for the SRO’s presence in school.  The most common reason was safety or to keep order (54.4%) and to stop drug use (24.1%).  While in 2005, the most common answer was also safety (56.2%), 41.6% of high school students now believed the SRO was in school to help with problems.  In addition, 24.1 believed the SRO was there to stop violence.

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Table 4-a presents results for the open-ended question, “If you had a problem with someone threatening you, who would you go to for help?”  In 2004 the most common answers were parents (55.1%), teachers (44.9%) and the Principal (26.1%).  By 2005, the proportion that mentioned the SRO as a source of help had doubled from 17.4% to 38.1% ranking him third behind parents (48.9%) and teachers (39.6%).

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Table 4-a-1 shows results for middle school students when asked directly if they would go to the SRO for help with a problem in school or for a problem outside of school.  In 2004, 35.5% said they would go to the SRO for help with a serious problem at school.  In 2005 this proportion increased to 39.8%.  The proportion of students that would go the SRO for help with a problem outside of school decreased from 39.8% in 2004 to 26.2% in 2005.

Table 4-b shows results for high school students.  In 2004, high school students were most likely to go to a teacher (39.2%), the Dean of Students (36.7%), the SRO (32.9%) or the Principal (27.8%).  In 2005 the order changed slightly with 50.4% choosing to go to the Dean of Students, 41.6% to the Principal and 40.9% to a teacher.  The proportion saying they would go to the SRO remained almost constant at 31.4%.

When asked directly if they would go to the SRO for help with a serious problem in school, 30.5% of high school students agreed in 2004 compared to 38.7% in 2005.  Fewer said they would go to the SRO for help with a serious problem outside of school, 25.7% in 2004 compared to 13.9% in 2005.

In an open-ended question, students were asked, “What are the most important issues for students in school?”  Table 5-a shows the proportions of middle school students giving each of several responses.  In 2004 the most common concerns were drugs and alcohol use (36.2%), getting good grades (31.9%), safety (27.5%) and bullying (17.4%).  One year later, in 2005, the most common response was getting good grades (37.4%) followed by having friends (20.9%) and drug and alcohol use (18.0%).  There were dramatic reductions in the proportion of middle school students concerned with safety (6.5%) or bullying (11.5%), two issues addressed by the SRO.

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Table 5-b shows the most important issues for students mentioned by high school students.  In 2004, the issues mentioned most frequently were getting good grades (40.5%), drug and alcohol use (35.4%) and having friends (25.3%).  These were also the first three in 2005 with 38.0% mentioning good grades, 34.3% drug and alcohol use and 24.1% having friends.  The proportion concerned with safety decreased by a third from 12.7% to 8.0% while concern about bullying increased from 8.9% to 19.0%.

Students were also asked if they felt safe at school.  Table 6-a shows the proportion of middle school students agreeing with this statement.  In both 2004 and 2005 nearly eight out of ten Marcus Whitman Middle School students felt safe at school.  In 2004, 12.1% strongly disagreed with the statement, “I feel safe at school” and 8.1% disagreed (20.2% did not feel safe).  In 2005 the proportion strongly disagreeing decreased to 7.2% while 14.5% disagreed (21.7%) a small overall change.  Interestingly, when asked how many students feel safe, only 9.7% in 2004 and 2.9% in 2005 said that more than 75% of students felt safe.

Among high school students, over nine of ten students (92.5%) felt safe in 2004 though that proportion decreased to about eight of ten students (80.9%) in 2005.  As with the middle school students, despite this overall feeling of personal safety, in 2005 no students thought that over 75% of students felt safe in school.

Student Perceptions of Police
Another objective of the SRO program is to promote a positive image and gain acceptance of police officers by students.  Several items on the student survey addressed this issue.  Table 7-a shows responses of middle school students to these items.  In 2004, 85.5% of middle school students agreed that most police officers could be trusted.  In 2005, this proportion increased to 91.3%.  In 2004, about one in five students (20.2%) believed that police would rather catch them doing something wrong than to try to help them. In the 2005 the proportion was slightly larger (22.4%).  However, the proportion who agreed that there was a need for a police officer in the school increased from 45.2% in 2004 to 50.4% in 2005.  In 2004, 71.0% agreed there was a need for a program for violence in the school.  In 2005 this proportion had dropped to 50.8%.  This corresponds to the decrease in the proportions that reported safety or bullying were a major concern.  It is not possible from the current evaluation to determine the extent to which the presence of the SRO contributed to this change.  However, 53.2% of middle school students in 2004 and 59.1% in 2005 agreed that having a police officer in school reduces violence.

Among high school students, over eight of ten (85.9%) in 2004 and 2005 (81.7%) agreed that most police can be trusted.  Fewer than four of ten (37.6%) in 2004 and 36.5% in 2005 agreed that police would rather catch them doing something wrong than help them.  In 2004, 37.9% agreed that there was a need for a police officer in the school.  In 2005 this proportion had increased to 45.2%.  In 2004, 44.0% agreed that there was a need for a program to reduce violence in the school.  In 2005, 50.3% saw a need for such a program.  In 2004, 41.1% of high school students thought a police officer in the school reduced violence while in 2005, the proportion had increased to 54.0%.

Faculty Survey Results
Contacts With SRO
Table 8 shows the proportion of faculty that reported making contact with the SRO in the month prior to the survey.  In 2004, 32.6% of elementary faculty had gone to the SRO for help though the proportion dropped to 18.5% in 2005.  Among middle school faculty the proportion increased from 29.0% in 2004 to half (50.0%) in 2005 and for high school faculty form 50.0% in 2004 to 54.5% in 2005.

Faculty was also asked why the SRO was present in the school. Because small numbers of faculty answered this question, results are combined for all grade levels.  The most prevalent reason in 2004 was safety or to keep order (56.5%), to control use of alcohol or drugs (24.5%) and to control violence (12.2%).  In 2005, safety was still the most prevalent reason but for a much smaller proportion (29.4%) while there was a dramatic increase in faculty perception of the SRO as being in the school to provide help (24.7%) and to present police in a positive light (18.8%).

Faculty Perception of Students

When asked to whom students would most likely go for help with a problem, in 2004 nearly half of the faculty members said to parents (48.3%) though this proportion dropped to 8.2% in 2005.  In 2004, 38.8% of faculty members said that students would go to teachers for help and this increased to the most common choice in 2005 (55.3%).  In 2004 29.3% of faculty reported that students would go to the SRO while in 2005 the proportion remained essentially the same (29.4%).

Faculty Perceptions of Most Important Issues

Table 11 presents results for the open-ended question about faculty perception of the most important issues facing the school community.  In 2004 getting good grades was seen as the most important issue (36.7%) but in 2005 only 5.9% answered that way while bullying became the most commonly cited issue (28.2%) an increase from 12.9% in 2004.  Peer pressure (25.9%) and drugs and alcohol (24.7%) were the other most common issues for faculty in 2005.

Faculty Perceptions of Student Views of Police

Faculty members were asked several questions about student perceptions of police.  In 2004, 91.3% of elementary faculty thought that most students trust the police.  In 2005 the proportion increased to 94.4%.  In 2004, more than half (52.2%) thought students believed police would rather catch them doing something wrong rather than help them but in 2005 the proportion had decreased to 35.2%.  The proportion of faculty members that agreed there was a need for a program to reduce violence in the school decreased from 67.4% in 2004 to 57.4% in 2005.  In 2004, 91.3% of faculty thought that having a police officer in the school, reduced violence and in 2005, 94.4% held this belief.

Among middle school faculty, 84.4% of faculty in 2004 thought students trusted police while in 2005 all faculty members (100%) felt this way.
