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Summary

Life Skills Training (LST) is a universal prevention program that includes curriculum for 6th, 7th and 8th grade.  LST sets learning objectives in areas of knowledge about drugs, attitudes toward substance use and skills needed for resisting and refusing substance use.  In addition, LST is intended to increase students’ self-efficacy, that is, the belief that they can control their futures through perseverance and hard work.   Other learning objectives address resistance to alcohol and tobacco advertising and relaxation and communication skills.  These learning objectives represent factors that have been demonstrated to predict decreased levels of substance use and abuse.

The current study results indicate that students who completed LST in Allegany County schools reached many of the program’s learning objectives.  However, some skills decreased slightly despite LST.  

The current study also includes longitudinal analysis of data from the Allegany County Student Risk and Protective Factor Surveys conducted in 2001, 2003, 2005 and 2007.  The survey provides detailed information on reported use of alcohol, tobacco and other drugs.  Results indicate a powerful primary effect of LST in protecting against the “normal” rate of increased substance use as students move from 6th grade to 7th, 8th and into high school.
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This report presents results from an assessment of effects of students’ participation in Level I (6th grade) and Level II (7th grade) and Level III (8th grade) Life Skills Training (LST) in Allegany County schools.  Results represent a series of annual measures on cohorts of students who participated in LST in 6th, 7th or 8th grade in the 2003-2004, 2004-2005, 2005-2006 and 2006-2007 school years.  Previous evaluations demonstrated overall positive effects of LST on learning objectives of the curriculum.  These evaluations utilized the original LST pre-post classroom survey.  The current evaluation is the second in a series of evaluations on these cohorts using the revised LST Health Survey.

Learning Objectives.  The first cohort is comprised of students in 6th grade in 2004-2005.   Cohort I completed the survey in the fall of 2004, prior to beginning the Level I LST program (pre-test); again as 7th grade students in the fall of 2005, prior to beginning Level II LST (post-test) and a third time in the fall of 2006 prior to the 8th grade booster LST.  The second cohort is comprised of students who were in 7th grade in the 2004-2005 school year.  Students in cohort II completed the revised LST Health Survey in the fall of 2004 after completing LST Level I as 6th graders in the 2003-2004 school year.  They also completed the survey as 8th grade students in the fall of 2005 and as 9th graders in the fall of 2006.  

Substance Use.  This report utilized data from the Student Risk and Protective Survey given in 2001, 2003, 2005 and 2007 to 6th, 8th and 10th graders in 11 Allegany County Schools.  For purposes of determining the impact of LST on substance use, a cohort consisting of 6th grade students in 2003 was followed.  Rates of reported use of substances in 2003 when the cohort was in 6th grade were compared to rates of substance use reported by this cohort as 10th grade students in 2007.  Students in schools where they were exposed to LST were compared to students in non-LST schools.  Reported substance use increased for both groups in the cohort as they moved from 6th grade to 10th. This is normal for students progressing in age.   However, students who completed LST showed significantly lower rates of increase in substance use compared to students who did not complete LST.

Introduction 
In 2000, 6th, 8th and 10th grade students in schools in Allegany County completed the Risk and Protective Factor Survey.  This survey provides scale scores representing one of 28 risk or protective factors.  Significant proportions of students scored above the risk level on perceived availability of drugs, as well as on friends who use drugs and perceived peer-individual rewards for anti-social behavior.  Significant proportions scored at the risk level for lack of protective factors such as social skills and belief in moral order.

Intervention   Life Skills Training was selected as a model prevention program for Allegany County because of it potential affects on all of these factors.  For example, LST is designed to change students’ perception of norms related to use of alcohol, tobacco and other substances.  This should result in a reduction of students’ positive attitudes towards anti-social behavior.  Life Skills Training is a universal prevention measure in the individual domain and is also designed to increase protective factors.

The Life Skills program developed by Gilbert Botvin is one the most extensively documented prevention programs in use today.  ACASA staff provides LST in six districts.  Three districts, Scio, Whitesville and Wellsville began 6th grade LST in the 2000-2001 school year, 7th grade LST in the 2002-2003 school year and 8th grade LST in the 2003-2004 school year.  Friendship and Fillmore Schools began LST in the 2002-2003 school year.  Immaculate Conception School began LST in the 2005-2006 school year.  The project evaluation includes an assessment of the impact of the LST curriculum by analyzing changes knowledge, attitudes, risk and protective factors and reported substance use as measured by the Botvin’s Life Skills Training Health Survey.

Sample   Previous evaluations utilized the original LST Survey.  Several years ago, the survey was revised to include more refined items and new scale scores.  Thus, two new cohorts were established beginning in the fall of 2004.  The first cohort is comprised of students in 6th grade in 2004-2005.   Cohort I completed the survey in the fall of 2004, prior to beginning the Level I LST program (pre-test); again as 7th grade students in the fall of 2005, prior to beginning Level II LST (post-test) and a third time in the fall of 2006 prior to the 8th grade booster LST.  The second cohort is comprised of students who were in 7th grade in the 2004-2005 school year.  Students in cohort II completed the revised LST Health Survey in the fall of 2004 after completing LST Level I as 6th graders in the 2003-2004 school year.  They also completed the survey as 8th grade students in the fall of 2005 and as 9th graders in the fall of 2006.  

The analysis of substance use used an additional cohort of 6th grade students in the 2002-2003 school year.  This report utilized data from the Student Risk and Protective Survey given in 2001, 2003, 2005 and 2007 to 6th, 8th and 10th graders in 11 Allegany County Schools.  For purposes of determining the impact of LST on substance use, a cohort consisting of 6th grade students in 2003 was used.  Rates of reported use of substances in 2003 when the cohort was in 6th grade, were compared to rates of substance use reported by this cohort as 10th grade students in 2007.  Student in schools where they were exposed to LST were compared to students in non-LST schools

Method   

Learning Objectives. The LST Health Survey includes calculation of “summary scores” or scales representing each of the major subsections of the survey and corresponding areas of learning objectives.  In the following analyses, scale scores are presented as percentages representing the proportion of items in each scale to which students gave the desired response.  Summary scores are the average score across answered items in each scale.  Students who failed to answer more than one item on any scale did not receive a score for that scale. 

Results


Cohort I Analysis
The first series of tables present results for the 2004-2005 6th grade cohort.  The analyses compare responses of the these students in the fall of 2004, the beginning of their 6th grade year, to responses given by these same students in the fall of 2005, the beginning of their 7th grade year and after completing the 15 session Level I LST and to responses in the fall of 2006 as 8th graders who had completed Level I and Level II and were about to complete Level III.  

Table I-1 indicates that following two years of LST, students had a significant increase in their score on drug knowledge (68.0% vs. 69.5%%).   However, students’ perceived use by their peers increased significantly, perhaps representing accurate perception of actual increases in use as indicated in other surveys.  The risk factor attitudes favorable to drug use also increased significantly though the absolute scores were very low (mean=10.1%).  Mean scores for drug resistance, “Say No,” also decreased significantly.

Table I-2 shows that there was a statistically significant increase in self-efficacy (68.8% vs. 83.3%), advertising resistance (67.6% vs. 73.0%), relaxation knowledge (67.5% vs. 72.9%), and communication skills (68.4% vs. 72.0%).

Cohort II Analysis

The second series of tables present results for the 2004-2005 7th grade cohort.  The analyses compare responses of the these students in the fall of 2004, the beginning of their 7th grade year, to responses given by these same students in the fall of 2005, the beginning of their 8th grade year and after completing the Level II LST.  

Table II-1 indicates that following the second year of LST, students did not show any additional significant increase in learning objectives except for attitudes favorable to drug use, which decreased from 10.0% to 6.4%.  (Note that these scores are very low which is a positive factor.)  Eighth grade students did have a significant decrease in their perceived use by their peers, again perhaps representing somewhat accurate perception of actual increases in use as indicated in other surveys.

Table II-2 shows that there were statistically significant increases in self-efficacy (70.7% vs. 90.2%); in communication skills (78.5% vs. 80.5%); and in perseverance (55.9% vs. 65.2%).  However, assertiveness showed a significant decline.

Substance Use

Table III-1 shows the proportion of students in the 2003 6th grade cohort who reported using substances in the 30 days prior to the survey.  Column one gives the proportion of 6th grade students in 2003 in schools with LST.  The second column gives the responses for the same students as 10th graders in 2007.  Columns three and four provide the same figures for the 2003 6th grade student cohort in schools without LST.  The last two columns present the percent of change in reported use from 6th grade to 10th grade for the two groups.

In 2003, compared to students in schools without LST, 6th grade students in schools with LST reported slightly higher rates of substance use prior to taking LST.  When these students reached 10th grade and had completed LST, their rates were generally below those for students who had not completed LST.  While students in both groups showed increased rates of use from 6th grade to 10th grade, the rate of increase for students who completed LST was significantly less than for students who did not.  For example, the proportion of students reporting smoking cigarettes increased 59.4% (2.1% to 5.1%) from 6th grade to 10th grade for students with LST.  However, the rate increased 80.1% (1.1% to 5.5%) for students who were not exposed to LST.

Similar results were found for alcohol use, drinking five or more drinks on one occasion, marijuana use and use of other drugs.  The level of impact of LST ranged from 11.3% for marijuana to 42.7% for other drugs.  

Conclusions

Results of the current analyses indicate a powerful primary effect of LST in preventing substance use by protecting against the “normal” rate of increased substance use as students move from 6th grade to 7th, 8th and into high school.

The current analyses provide evidence of accomplishing many of the LST learning objectives.  There were mixed results supporting significant improvement in the knowledge and attitudes related to some LST learning objectives though not in all.  These results must be viewed from the perspective of the current situation.  First, the LST implementation schedule did not provide for a true control group or reasonable comparison group for learning objectives.  Second, students in most Allegany County schools have been exposed to a variety of substance abuse prevention strategies such as “Here’s Looking At You” provided in kindergarten through 5th grade.  This might, in part, explain relatively high pre-LST scores on such factors as drug knowledge and resistance skills.  

Overall, LST has proven to be a valuable prevention strategy in Allegany County schools.

Students who completed LST showed significantly lower rates of increase in substance use compared to students who did not complete LST.
